Parents of Small Children: We are very happy that you are here today, honoring Our Lord’s 
Words: “Let the little children come to Me and do not hinder them, for the Kingdom of God 
belongs to such as these” (Lk. 18:16).  If you feel you must step out with a fussy child, please 
hurry back! Like Jesus, we want your children in the Divine Service, not out. 

The Sacrament of the Altar is offered at Epiphany every Lord’s Day and every Wednesday 
evening. The normal communicant is a confirmed member of a congregation of The Lutheran 
Church – Missouri Synod (LCMS). Under no circumstances should an un-baptized person 
commune.  If you are not a member of an LCMS congregation, or have not communed at 
Epiphany before, please speak with the Pastor or an Elder before the service begins.  

If you need help hearing the service, the sanctuary is equipped with a hearing 
loop, a special type of sound system that connects directly to hearing aids.  Simply 
set your hearing aid to “T” (telecoil) to connect. 
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THE THEME OF TODAY’S LITURGY 
The anticipation for Our Lord’s coming now reaches its zenith. Our prayer is that the “earth 
open and bring forth the Savior” (Introit). For when He comes with His grace, we are speedily 
helped by His mercy and satisfaction (Collect; Alleluia). It is any wonder that we are to rejoice 
and not be anxious for anything (Epistle)? For the Lord is at hand and near to all that call upon 
Him in truth (Gradual). The Baptizer prepares us for the Lord’s coming by confessing clearly 
who He truly is (Gospel). So “let the skies pour down righteousness”—for the advent of Our 
Lord is eminent!

HOLY GOSPEL St. John 1:19-28

This is the testimony of John, when the Jews sent priests and Levites from Jerusalem to ask him, 
“Who are you?” He confessed, and did not deny, but confessed, “I am not the Christ.” And 
they asked him, “What then? Are you Elijah?” He said, “I am not.” “Are you the Prophet?”

They asked him, “Then why are you baptizing, 
if you are neither the Christ, nor Elijah, nor the Prophet?” John answered them, “I baptize with 
water, but among you stands one you do not know, even he who comes after me, the strap of 
whose sandal I am not worthy to untie.” These things took place in Bethany across the Jordan, 
where John was baptizing.
