
 

 The Theme of Today’s Liturgy 
Today we get to sing to the Lord the “new song” born from the marvelous 
things and the salvation Our Lord openly shows (Introit). The salvation is 
the Holy Spirit who is the “good and perfect gift from above” (Epistle). The 
Spirit’s salvation is to guide us into all truth (Gospel). And this is the Truth 
we get to sing: “though You were angry with me, Your anger is turned 
away and You comfort me” (Old Testament). For God’s right hand has 
gained us the victory (First Alleluia).
